TDA
Moringa Intensive Bed

For this TDA, each training group will prepare and seed a 1m x 1m moringa intensive bed.
Part 1 – 3rd Homestay (to be completed by April 15)
1. Measure and mark out a 1m x 1m bed in your garden.
2. Double-dig and amend the bed using available amendments.
3. Level the surface of the bed.
4. Use soil from the path to make berms around the edges of the bed.
5. Water with watering can to ensure bed is flat. If water pools, wait 24 hours and re-level.
6. Water the nursery every other day until the day before seeding. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Part 2 – 3rd Homestay (to be completed by April 23)
1. Weed the bed completely.
2. Plot out 10cm-spaced seeding grid holes in your double-dug bed.
3. Using the Moringa seeds you were provided, plant at no deeper than 2x the seed width.
4. Cover seeds and tamp lightly.
5. Water every other day.
6. Weed weekly.
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
