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TDA
Mosquito Net Care and Repair



Materials: 		
· Needle
· Spool of thread
· Bar of ordinary soap
· Old mosquito net (provided by a family or community member)
· Laundry bucket and water (provided by a family or community member)

Before the TDA: 	
· Schedule a time for the activity and let your family know that you would like them all present for a demonstration and discussion. 
· Ask your family to bring an old net (not one of the new nets they may have just received in the distribution)
· Practice the vocabulary you learned
· Review washing and repair talking points so you won't have to refer to notes.
· If you need a reminder, grab one of the little booklets 

Points to cover during the TDA:
· Nets should be washed gently (without making squeaking noises)
· Wash with ordinary soap, no detergent or bleach
· Wash nets no more than 3 or 4 times a year
· After washing, hang nets to dry in the shade
· Repair holes with spiral, backstitch, or combination of both
· Every member of the family should sleep under a net every night of the year to prevent malaria
· The 3T’s: toute la famille, toute l'année, toutes les nuites

Post TDA:
