Project/Activity Notebook

For this TDA, you will be expected to keep a notebook of your activities, projects and questions for the entirety of PST. Once you arrive at your site you will need to keep a Project/Activity Log not only for your own work and personal use, but also to be able to accurately report your findings to Peace Corps in your reports (which you’ll learn about later).
Your tech trainers will check your field notebook at regular intervals to ensure that you are tracking your “projects,” and that it is updated and current.
Your notebook can contain the following log/activity:
1. Questions – Questions always come up when you’re going about certain things, but the resources necessary to answer those questions may not always be readily accessible. It’s a good idea to write down questions when you have them, because you may forget them by the time you’re in a place where they can be answered. For the sake of PST, write down any technical questions you have during CBT stays. Every time you return from CBT, CED PCV guest trainer(s) will be available during lunchtime (and directly after) to sit down with PCVs and respond to any questions they may have.
Your notebook must contain the following log/activity:
2. Project Log – Project logs are kept for any ongoing project. When working in your final site, you would generally keep a separate notebook for any ongoing project in order to keep track of what needs to be done and be able to accurately report your work to Peace Corps later. For the sake of PST, write a project log for any TDA or activity you complete. Each project log should include important information you will need down the road such as the date, activity performed, pertinent information about the people you performed it with (names, ages, genders) and any other important notes.
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
