When you’ve collected information on all of these questions, write out a short essay that answers all of the questions and accurately portrays the financial literacy level of your CBT host family.
· What is the head of household’s name? 
· How many people live in the household?
· How many of them are 18 or older? 
· What is your host father’s profession?
· What is your host mother’s profession?
· How many host siblings do you have? 
· Are they in school? 
· Is there anyone in your household who lives/works abroad and sends money back home?
· Aside from the professions and income of your host mother and/or father, does your family engage in any other income-generating activities or businesses?
· Would you say your household has a predictable, regular income, or is the household’s income erratic and unpredictable?
· Does your household have a budget?
·  If yes, who keeps it and why do you think they do so? 
· If they don’t make or use a budget, why do you think they don’t? 
· Who makes decisions regarding spending (and saving) the household’s income?
· How does your family plan for anticipated, recurring expenses such as utility bills, school fees, etc.?
· How does your family deal with anticipated, non-recurring expenses such as clothing, transportation, etc.?
· How does your family deal with unanticipated expenses such as emergency home repairs, medical needs, etc.?
· What types of formalized financial institutions exist in your community (banks, credit unions)?
· Does your family make use of any financial services offered by formalized financial institutions in your community?
· If yes, how so?
· What types of informal financial institutions and services exist in your community (such as community organizations, savings groups, women’s groups, etc.)?
· Does your family make use of any of these informal financial institutions or services? 
· If yes, how so?
