Special Travel Notice for Cameroon

Due to ongoing violence in the border areas of northern Cameroon and Borno State of Nigeria,
the Country Director for Cameroon would like visiting Volunteers to be aware that the Extreme
North, the North Region and the Mayo Banyo district of Adamawa Region of Cameroon are off
limits to all Peace Corps Volunteers.

Additionally, due to past violence in the border areas of eastern Cameroon and the Central
African Republic, any travel to the East Region or the eastern portion of Adamawa Region of
Cameroon must be cleared by Peace Corps Cameroon (Country Director or SSM)in
advance.

Visiting Volunteers are encouraged to register their travel with the US Embassy in Cameroon via
the Smart Traveler Enrollment Program (STEP) and should be familiar with Peace Corps
Cameroon’s Transportation Policy.
