Lesson: Letter Recognition

Objective: Children will put letters together to make words

Materials:  Blackboard, chalk, letter cards (4” x 6” cards with one alphabet letter on each—good to have two sets in case a word has a repeated letter) 

Activities: The teacher will write a word on the board and ask one of the students to use the letter cards to put together the letters then sound out the word. All the students will then write the word down on paper.  After the students are all doing this well, simply say the word and don’t write it on the board.  In the beginning, learners can work as a team, but after some practice each student should try to do the task on her/his own.

Review what was learned last week—syllables “ta,” “to,” “ti,” and “tu.”  Point to the elements on the chart and ask each learner to identify some of them.  Ask if anyone can make a work from the syllables.

Introduce new material for the week: syllables “ma,”  “mo,” “mi,” and “mu.” For each syllable, pronounce the sound while pointing to it on the chart.  Have the class repeat the sound with you and then make the sound alone.  Lead the discussion of the issue presented on the “m” chart and explain the syllables.
