Group presentations should include at minimum: the organization’s challenges in implementing its methodology, sustainability, and scale-up issues, any barriers to behavior change, and ways that Peace Corps Volunteers can engage with their communities using this organization’s approach. Each group should distribute any brochures/materials collected during visits/interviews. 
2. As a final activity to the session, ask participants to get themselves into groups of four and discuss the following questions. Participants should make their own notes on any follow-up activities or contacts they would like to make for future reference. 

a. What activities will I keep in mind to share with my community after community entry?

b. What else do I need to know about and do before promoting any specific activities or interventions?

c. What issues related to behavior change do I need to keep in mind?

d. Who will I work with?

3. Prior to closing, remind participants that during the Information section you mentioned that participants would be assigned websites to research during their community entry. At this time, share your expectations for how this will happen (i.e., assign each participant 1-2 websites, send around a copy of Handout 1 for participants to sign up on) and how they will share their research at IST (i.e., prepare handouts for everyone, prepare a presentation). The content of this assignment should already be integrated into their community/sector assessment requirements so you may be reinforcing something they are already familiar with.

Post Adaptation: 
This assignment should ideally be adapted and integrated into post’s Community Sector Assessment assignment.
During your first 3-4 months at site you are expected to:

1. Work with your work partner to assess baseline water access, sanitation access, and WASH behaviors using the assigned assessment tools and methodologies.

2. Seek out and interview organizations involved in WASH in your site and, in most cases, in a nearby larger site. Interview them about:
a) An overview of the work/projects of the organization 
b) The organization’s challenges in implementing their methodology

c) Sustainability and scale-up issues

d) Any barriers to behavior change

e) Gender considerations for their approach
f) How they have worked with Volunteers in the past or how they anticipate they might work with you
3. Based on your needs assessment, discussions with your partner, and discussions with other organizations, develop a draft work plan for your next 9-12 months at site that identifies which organizations you expect to work with.
4. Review at least four electronic (and where available hard copy) resources, on the jump drives or on the Internet or both, focusing on those that will support the implementation of your work plan, and identify at least two resources you expect to use in your work.
When you return for IST [with a work partner if possible], as part of the community/sector assessment presentation, you [and your work partner] will present:

1. Your draft work plan
2. Organizations to work with and how
Hard copy, and/or electronic resources you expect to use to support your work
